The ORLEN Unipetrol launched its activities in 2017. During its
existence, it has distributed CZK 9.8 million within the scholarship
program to 376 secondary school and university students of
natural sciences and technical disciplines. As part of the school
grant program, the Foundation distributed CZK 16.8 million to
139 secondary and primary schools throughout the country

to support their education and science activities. It supported

64 teachers with CZK 2.2 million as part of the grant program for
teachers.

The ORLEN Unipetrol Foundation’s activities
are based on three main pillars of support.

We create the future now. Chemical disciplines are the most
significantly changing segment. That is why we support talented
students, schools, and scientists in their activities and development.

I. Grants and Scholarships

The scholarship program is intended for secondary school and
university students with excellent study results and talents in
natural sciences with an emphasis on chemistry and technology.
The grant program is designed for kindergartens and primary
and secondary schools to develop educational activities and
implement attractive scientific projects. The grant program for

Grant Program
for Schools

As part of the grant program for schools, the ORLEN Unipetrol 2
Foundation has, for the sixth year, provided primary and
secondary schools with grants for their endeavors in natural
sciences with an emphasis on chemistry and technical sciences
aimed at implementing exciting scientific projects. The grants

are intended to fund the equipment of chemical laboratories,
enrich lessons with attractive hands-on experience, improve the
conditions of chemistry lessons, and research clubs connected
with natural sciences or technical subjects. The year 2023 was

a record year for the Foundation both in terms of the number of
applications received and the amount allocated to school grants.

In the school year 2023 /2024, 45 schools or institutions,
including 18 secondary schools and 27 primary schools,
were eligible for getting the grant. Altogether, they received
CZK 4,186,000 from the ORLEN Unipetrol Foundation.

Another Student Scientific Conference took place in April 2023.
The ORLEN Unipetrol Foundation, the University Center of
UCT Litvinov - FE CTU - ORLEN Unipetrol, the University of
Chemistry and Technology in Prague (VSCHT/UCT), ORLEN
Unipetrol Center of Research and Education (ORLEN UniCre),
and the ORLEN Unipetrol Group again rewarded the best
secondary school students for their research projects.

A panel of experts chose 25 projects for the final round

out of 29 entries. The finals took place traditionally on the
premises of the University Centre of UCT Litvinov - FE CTU

- ORLEN Unipetrol located in the chemical site in Zaluzi

near Litvinov. There were secondary school students from

the Usti Region, Central Bohemia, Prague, Plzef, and even
one student from Bohumin. The competition finals had

The topics that scored at the jury included ‘Determining
D2 Vitamin in Fungi’ or ‘Methodology for Chemical
Experiments for Children in Kindergartens'.

The Horizon Hydrogen GRAND PRIX instruction program is
based on project lessons. It provides students with insights and
relevant scientific, technological, and engineering knowledge.
All competitors’ efforts over several months aim to build an
electric car model powered by a hydrogen fuel cell and
deploy it in races of all teams. During the races, not only does
speed matter, but the good distribution of fuel consumption
and technological knowledge combined with technical skills
are equally important because the car must be repaired and
back on track quickly. In this project, the ORLEN Unipetrol
Foundation supported seven student teams in 2023, including
five teams in the Czech Republic and two teams in Slovakia.

The teams supported by the Foundation won the finals in both
countries. Thus, Litvinov-based HC Verva Racing team 44
and Team Ostrov from Ko3ice headed off for the global finals
in Las Vegas, where the successful hydrogen ride culminated with
the fight of the 25 best international teams. Both teams again
fantastically made it to the main race in which the Slovak team
from Ko3ice ended up in the fantastic second place. The Litvinov
team did not get a medal this time. Nonetheless, the experience
acquired by the young racers is invaluable. They have many
once-in-a-lifetime experiences and a stronger team spirit.

Hydrogen
Workshop in
Primary Schools

In collaboration with Vaclav Bystriansky from Hydrogen
Educational, the ORLEN Unipetrol Foundation continued
hydrogen workshops for primary schools in 2023. As part of
the workshops, they introduced the fuels of the 21 st century
to pupils at selected primary schools in Litvinov and Most.

Earlier, these schools were recommended to use educational sets

to put together their own small hydrogen car, and this meeting

was therefore held with pupils interested in the hydrogen project.
The lecture focused on the actual principle of the hydrogen motor,

its production, and its pitfalls. Then, we put the hydrogen cell into
operation and tried a small race with the chassis of the future cars.
For the second part of the workshop, pupils had to design functional,
operational, and stylish bodywork for the chassis of the hydrogen
cars. They took them to the Science Fest (Védafest) in Prague in
June. Besides the competition for the best car, they enjoyed the
atmosphere of the science festival on the Dejvice Campus.

EDUbus is a unique mobile polytechnic laboratory where
schoolchildren can try out a variety of chemical experiments

in a funny way and take a peek at the modern teaching of
chemistry. It is a unique educational project popularizing
polytechnical disciplines using special teaching methods, state-
of-the-art technologies, and an attractive environment. The
project aims to motivate students, parents, and the lay public to
deep dive into technical and natural sciences. It also includes
an expert program for teachers accredited by the Ministry

of Education, Youth and Sports of the Czech Republic.

The Foundation has been a partner of the project since

its inception and was at its launch, which took place

in April 2018 in front of Chempark in Litvinov.

In 2023, EDUbus was seen by five primary schools in
Neratovice and its vicinity and five schools from the vicinity

of Kralupy nad Vltavou. Under the Foundation’s auspices,
EDUBus also went to Three Brethren’s celebrations in Cesky
T&3in to present its program to the general public. EDUbus also
had a program on the occasion of the Graceful Ride event.

In the school year 2021,/2022, the ORLEN Unipetrol Foundation
launched the Flying Teacher project. This project helps selected
schools in the Usti Region with chemistry lessons. The project continued
in the school year 2023 /2024 at the primary school in Becov.

What is this project about? In this project, an expert chemistry
teacher regularly visits a primary school in the Usti Region that
lacks an expert educator in this field. After an agreement with

the teacher at a given school, they plan and realize interesting
experiments several times a month that serve as an addition to the
theoretical instruction of chemistry (in connection with the school’s
curriculum) and that pedagogues without expert competence
could hardly perform on their own. Schoolchildren like these
lessons, which are full of spectacular experiments and action.

Within the 3U project, chemistry centres are
being set up where experienced teachers pass on their
experience and practical teaching tips to other teachers.

Plastik a jeho kouzelny kuffik (Plastik and his magic suitcase) is an
educational program licensed by Plastic of Europe Deutschland.
Itis the first and only project in the Czech Republic provided

by the ORLEN Unipetrol Foundation to selected schools.

Itis intended for primary school pupils (6-12 years). It allows
teachers and their students to perform simple experiments using
plastics. The project is provided to selected primary schools

that can use it at the lower educational level. Nonetheless, apt
teachers at kindergartens can work with it, too. The Foundation has
provided the suitcase to more than 172 schools and organizations.

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Respective teachers receive training and become acquainted
with the contents of the experiments through workshops before
the schools get the suitcase. This educational program is
accredited by the Ministry of Education as part of teachers’
further training.

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Magic Chemistry
Competition

In collaboration with the towns of Most and Litvinov and the
University Center Litvinov UCT — FE UCT — ORLEN Unipetrol,
the ORLEN Unipetrol Foundation has launched a new
competition, Magic Chemistry. It is an artistic contest for children
from kindergartens, primary and special schools. What is

the competition’s principle? It combines chemistry and art.
Children can try out simple chemical experiments that do not
require any laboratory or special aids. These experiments can,
for instance, result in beautifully colored filtration paper that
can be processed in an artistic way. Those who already have
chemistry lessons at school find these experiments attractive,
also because they get to know simple chemical processes and
reactions. Only the sky is the limit for creativity here. Thus, we
received many beautiful and ingenious pictures and artistic
photographs. An expert jury had a really tough time choosing
only three winners in each category. In the end, the jury found the
winners who took part in the festive ceremony in Most. Besides
prizes, schoolchildren also saw a chemical show prepared

by students from the University of Chemistry and Technology,
tried some simple yet spectacular chemical experiments, and
took away a merry photograph from the photo corner.

This charity, organized by the Uniriders
motorbike club of the ORLEN Unipetrol Group, networks people
with a passion for motorbikes and enthusiasm to help those in
need. This time, the ORLEN Unipetrol Foundation and the Uniriders
Graceful Ride joined the municipal festival, Neratovice Salon, so
riders from the general public could also participate in the ride. As
the weather at the end of summer was really delightful, the event
was very popular with visitors and bikers. The joint start of about
80 bikers from Republic’s Square was a fantastic experience for
all viewers. Visitors to the Neratovice Salon could also participate
in infotainment activities for children and adults prepared by

the ORLEN Unipetrol Foundation and the ORLEN Group.

For instance, they could visit the EDUbus, a stand with entertaining
chemical experiments prepared by the students from the

The 2023 charity was raising funds to help three children
from Neratovice - one with an autistic spectrum disorder,
one with microcephalia with developmental dysphasia, and
one with ADHD.

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The Endowment Fund of Livie Klausova and Véclav Klaus
provides educational support to children and young people from
socially needy families, foster families or children’s homes. The
scholarship is used, for example, to pay for boarding, dormitory,
school fees, lunches, etc. In all cases, maximum consideration is given
to the students’ own motivation. A very popular project is the Driving
Licence Project, with the aim of better employment in the labour
market. The ORLEN Unipetrol Foundation supports in particular
students studying at technical schools who are in a difficult financial
and often family situation, as well as the Driving Licences project.

The financial support of the ORLEN Unipetrol Foundation
also continued for crisis services offered by Most k nadéiji
(A Bridge to Hope). We provide assistance through
educational services for crisis teams and print leaflets with
contact details and information for the crisis unit.

The AutTalk Foundation of KateFina Sokolové supports families
of children with autism. In addition to direct financial assistance

to specific families and parent organizations and associations
dedicated to the topic of autism, the fund also supports various forms
of parent meetings and online discussion and information forums to
share experiences and contacts. The ORLEN Unipetrol Foundation
has supported the training of staff working with children with autism in
the Usti nad Labem region and the education of children with autism.
