Foundation

The ORLEN Unipetrol launched its activities in 2017. Education
has been the Foundation’s primary mission since its establishment.

Nonetheless, the Foundation continually develops and expands its

reach. In 2024, the Foundation expanded its portfolio to include
additional corporate social responsibility (CSR) areas. With this
move, the Foundation emphasises its mission of being here for
people and contributing to the development of education with
an emphasis on the human element and benefits for society.

The Foundation implements its mission through four key pillars.

I. Education

Grants and Scholarships

The scholarship programme is intended for secondary school
and university students with excellent academic results and
talents in the natural sciences, with an emphasis on chemistry
and technology. The grant programme is designed for
kindergartens, primary schools, and secondary schools to
develop educational activities and implement attractive scientific
projects. The grant programme for teachers acknowledges
the above-standard approach of teachers of natural sciences
who motivate their students to maintain continuous interest

in the curriculum and studies and are also actively engaged
in self-development to make lessons more engaging.

Educational Projects and

Science Popularisation

As part of the Foundation’s support for education and

related activities, numerous educational materials and
instructional videos (tutorials) have been created. They

are now available at www.nouonline.cz. Thus, students
and their teachers can find all documents well-arranged
and divided into thematic units in one place.

By popularising science, we aim to bring chemistry closer to
students at primary schools and multi-year upper-secondary
schools in an entertaining way, showing them that chemistry
is a modern and attractive discipline whose study paths

the way to an endless world of discoveries and presents a
fantastic opportunity for future realisation. More information

Il. Environmental Protection
Following its portfolio expansion in 2024, the Foundation is
also involved in environmental CSR activities. The respective



projects include stocking rivers with fish, supporting the
nesting of endangered peregrine falcons, and collaborating
with the Czech Union for Nature Conservation (CSOP).

lll. Community Support and Development
With its activities that go far beyond educational support,
the Foundation also contributes to the development of

local communities through volunteering or supporting
community projects. We also emphasise the human

aspect and long-term benefits for society.

Scholarship

(Grant Programme

The scholarship programme is intended for talented students of
natural sciences with an emphasis on chemistry and technology.
The study results are the main, yet not the only, criterion for getting
financial support. We want to know how the students spend their
free time and if they are actively engaged in society and involved
in scientific activities. The scholarships are intended for active
students participating in scientific conferences and competitions
(e.g., Olympiads), research clubs, and extracurricular

activities such as volunteering and science popularisation.

During the 2024 /2025 school year, the ORLEN Unipetrol
Foundation supported students through the Scholarship
Grant Programme with a total of CZK 577,000. A total of
46 students, including 14 secondary school students and 31
university students, received grants for their achievements.

As part of the grant programme for schools, the ORLEN
Unipetrol Foundation has, for the seventh year, provided
primary and secondary schools with grants for their projects in
natural sciences, with an emphasis on chemistry and technical
sciences, aimed at implementing exciting scientific projects.

The grants are intended to fund the equipment of chemical
laboratories, enrich lessons with hands-on experiences, improve
the conditions of chemistry lessons, and support research

clubs connected with natural sciences or technical subjects.

In the 2024,/2025 school year, 47 schools, including 15
secondary schools, 31 primary schools, and one university,
were eligible for the grant. Altogether, they received CZK
2,942,560 from the ORLEN Unipetrol Foundation.

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The best secondary school students were again awarded in
Litvinov for their research projects. And there was really a lot to
choose from. A total of 31 students in four categories presented
their 26 projects to commissions comprising specialised experts.
The competition’s finals follow the concept of a conference,
within which students present their scientific projects to the expert
audience. Thus, they can test their presentation skills, which

they can subsequently use during university studies. They also
receive valuable feedback from relevant experts, which can
further propel them forward. It is nice to see the familiar faces of
participants from previous conferences who return repeatedly
or serve as mentors. It is also fantastic to see many new, really
excited students. Due to the extraordinary interest in the 2024
conference, we newly included a ‘poster section’, in which
students presented the main ideas and results of their work.

The awarded projects this year included, for instance,
‘A Mobile Hydro Power Plant, “Making a Tesla Turbine’,
or ‘Biodegradation of Polylactic Acid Polymer".

The Foundation recognised the student
projects with a total of CZK 120,000.

The awardees themselves recommend participation
in the conference because it provides an opportunity
to meet with experts and draw on their experience,
which is immensely valuable to them.

In 2024, the ORLEN Unipetrol Foundation supported eight
secondary school teams within the Horizon Hydrogen Grand
Prix projects — six teams from the Czech Republic and two
teams from Slovakia. Two teams from this group have advanced
to the international finals for the second consecutive year,
representing their schools and countries at the international level.

The team from T. G. Masaryk’s Upper-secondary School in Litvinoy,
HC Verva Racing Team 44, qualified for the global finals in
Anaheim, California. Despite the challenging preparations, which
included dealing with a non-functional fuel cell, the team ultimately
finished in 10th place out of 17 participants. In addition, they

were awarded for the best presentation in the ‘Hybrid’ category.

The ORLEN Unipetrol Foundation continued to support the
Slovak Ostrov Team, which, despite technical problems,
completed a remarkable 912 rounds during the final
six-hour marathon and ranked 12th in the race.

Both the race and the entire season were very challenging and
full of well-deserved achievements for all teams, serving as
an inspiration for the upcoming competition years.

EDUbus tutorials

The link above contains complete tutorial sets not only for
chemistry teachers. The Foundation supported their creation. They
contain a video recording of the experiment and a worksheet.
The video recordings feature various experiments focused on
chemical reactions, the physical properties of substances, and
practical applications of chemistry. For instance, you can expect
demonstrations of reactions between acids and bases, the law
of conservation of mass or electrochemistry. Each experiment is
accompanied by a worksheet that helps students understand the
principles and applications of the individual experiments.

FDUbus

EDUbus is a unique mobile polytechnic laboratory where
schoolchildren can try out a variety of chemical experiments in an
engaging way and gain insight into modern teaching of chemistry.
It is a unique educational project popularising polytechnical
disciplines using special teaching methods, state-of-the-art
technologies, and an attractive environment. The project aims to
motivate students, parents, and the general public to delve deeper
into the technical and natural sciences. It also includes an expert
programme for teachers.

The Foundation has been a partner of the project since its
inception and was at its launch, which took place in April 2018 in
front of Chempark in Litvinov.

Under the Foundation’s heading, EDUbus visited ten primary
schools in 2024, including Sokolov, D&&in, and Usti nad Labem,
as well as the JeToTu event in Plzen, the Science Fair of the

Czech Academy of Sciences at PVA Expo, and the Science Fest
(Védafest) in Prague.

Fridays with
Science

Fridays with Science is a project organised by the ORLEN
Unipetrol Foundation in collaboration with the Upper-secondary
School of Josef Jungmann in Litomé&fice. It supports student
interest in science, research, and the world around us through
regular lectures by outstanding scientists and inspiring experts
about current issues. The lectures cover a wide range of topics,
allowing everyone to make a choice that suits them. All lectures
are recorded and available at www.nouonline.cz, allowing
both students and the general public to view them. Eight lectures
were held and recorded in 2024 about the following topics:

e Al Arfificial Intelligence
e Superconductivity and experiments with liquid nitrogen
e From a laboratory into the industry
*  How a film is made, the personality of Milan Kundera
e The limits of modern neurosurgery and the
truth about the brain’s functions
*  Material research and chemical technologies

e History of catering and nutrition

3U - Teachers

Teach Teachers

A modern society cannot work without top-class chemistry
experts. The production of food products, pharmaceuticals, fuels
and environmental protection are dependent on them. However,
chemistry is among the least popular school subjects in the long
term. The new project, ‘3U - Teachers Teach Teachers, organised
by the University of Chemistry and Technology in Prague, aims
to address this situation since 2023. It aims to teach chemistry
differently — in an entertaining way, emphasising practical
applications. The centre head is always an enthusiastic teacher
who is willing to educate his/her colleagues and share his/

her experience and ideas. The course comprises workshops
focused on research-oriented instruction, where all teachers
participate in hands-on experiments, share experiences and ideas
from lessons, create teaching aids, and much more. As part of
the 3U project, the Foundation supported the establishment or
continued operation of six chemical centres — in Brno, Mé&lnik,
Ostrava, Plzes, Rumburk, and Usti nad Labem. In 2024, a total
of 142 excited participants visited all chemical centres, which will
undoubtedly have a positive impact on their students.

Plastik and his

magic suifcase

Plastik a jeho kouzelny kuffik (Plastik and his magic suitcase) is an
educational program licensed by Plastic of Europe Deutschland.
Itis the first and only project in the Czech Republic provided by
the ORLEN Unipetrol Foundation to selected schools. It is intended
for primary school pupils (6-12 years). It allows teachers and

their students to perform simple experiments using plastics. The
project is provided to selected primary schools, which can utilise

it at the lower educational level. Nonetheless, skilled teachers

at kindergartens can work with it, as well. The Foundation has
provided the suitcase to more than 172 schools and organizations.

Workshop

Respective teachers receive training and
become acquainted with the contents of the
experiments through workshops before the
schools receive the suitcase. In 2023, the first
online workshop was held to enable the training
of more teachers who are about to start using
the suitcase or want to get new tips to expand their experiments.

In 2024, we created tutorials for individual experiments to support
teachers. They are available on Plastik’s website. We also organised
an in-person workshop for teachers from the district of Sokolov.
Adéla Marshallové Rumlerové is an experienced workshop lecturer
and project ambassador. She has cooperated with the ORLEN
Unipetrol Foundation on the project since its launch in 2021.

Magic Chemistry
Competition

In collaboration with the towns of Most and Litvinov and the
University Centre Litvinov, the ORLEN Unipetrol Foundation has
announced the second annual Magic Chemistry competition.

It is an artistic contest for children from kindergartens, primary
and special schools. The competition combines seemingly
unrelated disciplines—chemistry and art. Children and their
teachers can try out simple chemical experiments that do not
require any laboratory or special equipment by following

the website instructions. These experiments can, for instance,
result in beautifully coloured filtration paper that can be
processed in an artistic way. Older students will capture the
process or result of the experiment in an artistic photograph.
Those who already have chemistry lessons at school find these
experiments attractive, also because they get to know simple
chemical processes and reactions. The competition has five
categories where students can compete for attractive prizes,
and the winning pictures are used to make a wall calendar. The
large number of pictures and photographs submitted from all
over the Czech Republic shows that the pupils truly enjoy the
competition. And much more. In 2024, the Magic Chemistry
Competition also scored, for the first time, in the Forum of Donors,
ranking third in the ‘Communication Campaign’ category.

Next to educational support, science popularisation

is also one of the crucial pillars of the Foundation’s
activities. This was also the spirit of this year’s student
conference, ‘Show Chemistry’, which focused on effective
ways of communicating science to the public.

At the Litvinov Training Centre, the ORLEN Unipetrol
Foundation welcomed leading science popularisers from
the Czech Republic and Slovakia, who met with motivated
students sharing their passion for raising awareness

about science. They shared their experience, looked for
inspiration, acquired new insights and developed their
skills in popularising science, especially chemistry.

The conference programme was divided into three thematic
panels, which were capped by a practical workshop led by
experts. Jakub Stépanek and Adéla Marschallové Rumlerové
shared their experience with science popularisation in the

first discussion. The second panel featured Tereza Pavlickové
from the ‘Ask a scientist’ platform, Radek Matuska and Davida
Rouzek from the ‘Science is not heavy weather’ profile, and
Katefina Cabanovd, representing ORLEN Unipetrol’s social
media profiles. Together, they addressed the impacts of
educational content on social media and the most frequently
asked questions from the public. The final discussion welcomed
Olga Ryparovd, Petr Broz, and Ivan Gdbris, who focused

on strategies for popularising science, advice for populisers-
beginners, and content creation for specific target groups.

After lunch, 22 participants joined a practical activity in groups
of 3-4 people, creating popularising videos or static social
media posts about plastic and recycling. Their creativity and

innovative approach were a pleasant surprise for us. We want
to thank all students for their dedication and inspiring work.

The ‘Show Chemistry’ Conference showed again that
science is a fascinating world and that its popularisation
makes sense. We are proud to support young enthusiasts
who choose to share their scientific knowledge.

Here they can find all the recorded
lectures from the Fridays with Science series, where they can meet
many leading figures in Czech science, as well as other inspiring
personalities. In addition, you will find recorded lectures from the
4EDU conference, as well as Wonderful Hours with Chemistry,
there are also entertaining and informative Wonderful Hours with
Chemistry of our chemists, the equivalent of the Wonderful Day
with Chemistry from the days when the COVID-19 pandemic

did not allow us to come with this show to the students.

There are also educational videos with EDUbus, comprehensive
sets of teaching materials not only for chemistry teachers, whose
creation was supported by the Foundation. The basis is a video

of an experiment with a worksheet. The videos include various
experiments focusing on chemical reactions, physical properties
of substances and practical applications of chemistry. You can
expect demonstrations of, for example, the reactions of acids and
bases, the law of conservation of mass, and electrochemistry. Each
experiment is accompanied by a worksheet to help students better
understand the principles and applications of each experiment.

Collaboration with
the Czech Union for
Nature Conservation

(CSOP)

In 2024, the ORLEN Unipetrol Foundation started a new
cooperation with the Czech Union for Nature Conservation
(CSOP). It is the largest non-governmental, non-profit organisation
in the Czech Republic, focusing on the conservation of nature

and landscapes. The Foundation directed its support to help
injured eagles and peregrine falcons in the rescue stations
associated by the Union. One of the rescue centres also hosted

a Volunteer Day in 2024, when ORLEN Unipetrol Group
employees lent a helping hand to the necessary activities.

We Care for

Peregrines

In collaboration with ornithologists from ALKA Wildlife, the
ORLEN Unipetrol Foundation has monitored and cared for the
critically endangered peregrine falcons nesting on chimney
stacks on the premises of the ORLEN Unipetrol Group since
2011. Five nesting boxes have been installed at the ORLEN
Unipetrol Group sites — two on the premises of the Litvinov
Refinery, one at the Kralupy Refinery, Spolana Neratovice,
and one at Paramo Pardubice. Peregrine falcons can be
watched via an online stream from February, when they
start to nest, until June when the chicks leave the nest.

Nine young peregrines were raised in 2024. A total of 58
chicks of this rare raptor have been raised there since 2011.
The young receive an identification tape each year, which
serves as an identification card for ornithologists, allowing
them to monitor the developing peregrine falcon population.

Stocking the Rivers

Bilina and Elbe
with Fish

In collaboration with the Czech Anglers Union, the ORLEN
Unipetrol Foundation organised a spring and autumn
fish-releasing event in the Rivers Bilina and Elbe in 2024.
The fish-stocking event is accompanied by infotainment
activities for children from the neighbouring primary
schools. In 2024, they released 680 kg of traditional fish
species into the Bilina and 900 kg of fish into the Elbe.

Beekeeping

The ORLEN Unipetrol Foundation also collaborates with the
Czech Beekeepers’ Union, which supervises beekeeping
activities at Spolana Neratovice. Beekeepers harvested

60 kg of honey in 2024. Children from local primary
schools join the regular honey harvesting event. Beekeepers
demonstrate procedures and present interesting facts about
beekeeping. Honey from Spolana regularly receives a gold
medal of top quality in the ‘Czech Honey’ competition.
